Admissions Policy

I. Introduction

The LSGH IB Admissions Policy is founded on principles of inclusivity, diversity, and
equity. The institution strives to create a welcoming and supportive environment where
every student can thrive and reach their full potential.

V. Student Pathways for University

A potential IB student aiming for local or foreign universities may take one of these
pathways:

A. Full diploma: is for a student who aims to register all taken subjects for external
assessment

B. Diploma Courses: are for a student who will opt to take one or more IB courses and
register in selected IB subjects for external assessment

VI. Admissions Guidelines
The application for the IB Diploma Programme is available to Grade 10 students who
plan to enroll in the IB curriculum.

It is highly recommended that students from other schools enroll in G9 to G10 at LSGH
for a seamless transition to the IB Curriculum.

6.1. Student Selection
The qualities expected from a student participating in the IB Diploma Programme
should embody the following:

6.1.1. Personal qualities
● Self-disciplined, has a sense of responsibility and skills in time

management
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● Has a well-established habit of reading and writing
● Has good communication skills, is creative, and a team player
● Has a passion for engaging in both curricular and extracurricular activities

(art, sports, and community service)
● Motivated for continuous learning and self-improvement

6.1.2. Academic Attributes
● Advanced levels of reading and writing both in English and Filipino
● Advanced level of digital literacy
● Developed skills in research, questioning, analyzing, critical thinking, and

a high level of curiosity
● High level of consciousness on global issues and perspectives
● Upholds academic integrity

6.2. Application for Admissions

6.2.1. The IB Diploma Programme and National Curriculum follow the same
school calendar. Transferees should apply for and be accepted into the National
Curriculum before applying for the IB Diploma Programme.

6.2.2. The IB Diploma Programme is for Grades 11 and 12; thus, recruitment
begins in Grades 9-10.

6.2.3. The application dates for admissions are announced at the beginning of
each school year. The recruitment process, through program informational
meetings and circulars, begins in the middle of the school year.

6.2.4. The application period for aspiring IB students will begin in November
and admissions results will be released by the last week of March.

6.2.5. Students applying for the IB Diploma Programme undergo several
screening processes.

6.3. Screening Process

6.3.1.1 Admissions Requirements

a. The APPLICATION FORM and the letter of intent written by the
student (with a minimum of 500 words). The application form includes a
designated section for this purpose.

b. The following documents are required as attachments in the
application form:
The LSGH IB admissions policy promotes inclusivity and acknowledges
the academic rigor and demands of the Diploma Programme; therefore,
Grade 10 grades are prerequisites for consideration in the program.

● At least B (80%) in all subjects
● General Average of B (80%), and
● Satisfactory conduct

Transferees must provide a recommendation from either a Math or
Science teacher and another from an English teacher. Please use the
LSGH Recommendation Form.

Important Note: Admissions to the Diploma Programme will not be based solely on a
student's previous grades from Grade 10. The decision will also consider the results of
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the language proficiency assessment and panel interviews with members of the IB
Admissions Board. According to the IB Admissions Policy, both personal qualities and
academic attributes are given equal importance.

6.3.1.2. Submission of requirements

● Pay the application processing fee of Php 2,000

6.3.2. Language Proficiency Assessment
Students who wish to join the IB Diploma Programme are expected to
have an advanced level of English literacy. Therefore, strong reading and
writing skills are essential requirements. To assess these skills initially,
students will be asked to write an analysis of a selected piece of literature
on the day of their scheduled interview.

6.3.3. Interview
The final stage of the screening process involves interviewing the student
applicant. Both screenings 2 and 3 will be conducted on the same day.
The student applicant will be notified via email if they have successfully
passed the final screening stages and can proceed with the enrollment
process.

6. 4. Acceptance in the programme
After an IB student applicant completes the final screening process, the
following should be complied with before a student is accepted into the
Diploma Programme:

a. Documents signed by both the student and their parent or legal
guardian include an academic integrity contract, a commitment
agreement, and the final course election.

b. A reservation fee of Php 50,000 which is non-refundable but deductible
from the tuition fees.

VII. The Enrollment Process
The enrollment process is as follows:
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7.1. Present the IB acceptance letter to obtain an assessment form from the Office of
the Financial Resource Department.

7.2. Choose the payment channel, mode of payment, and payment plan. Kindly note
that the payment plan for foreign students is limited to an annual plan.

7.3. Secure a receipt after payment.

7.4. Proceed to the bookstore for the uniform and school supplies.

7.5. Check with the TMC Office the schedule for the issuance of school ID.

7.6. Visit the IB office for further information.

VIII. IB Diploma Programme Fee

8.1. School fees and payment plans for students enrolled in the IB Diploma Programme
differ from those of the National Curriculum. In the IB Diploma Programme, payment
plans are available for annual and semester payments.

8.2. The external assessment fee for the six courses is paid by students in their last year
of the Diploma Programme. Students enrolled in the full diploma program do not have
to pay for the Extended Essay, the Theory of Knowledge (TOK) Essay, and the CAS
assessments.

8.3. Exam fees are set annually by the IB Organization, and parents will be informed in
writing in advance. Students are responsible for paying the courier fees for the exam
package sent to the IB Assessment Center.

8.4. In addition to exam fees, students must cover the costs of any off-campus
engagements (local or international) that are organized as part of core studies and other
activities.

8.5. Tuition and miscellaneous fees for Diploma Programme Year 1 include textbooks
and course materials. However, this does not apply to certain subjects (e.g., Visual Arts),
where materials may vary based on individual student interests.

IX. Important Conditions
Important Considerations for the IB Diploma Programme:

9.1. Parents and students interested in applying for the Diploma Programme are
encouraged to carefully assess the program's demands before making a final decision.
9.2. It is important to note that the IB Curriculum differs from the National Curriculum.
The school will provide academic interventions, counseling support, guidance, and
supervision for students who have difficulty coping with the rigorous demands of the
program.

9.3. If a student decides to enroll in the program, both the student and their parents will
need to sign a commitment agreement. This agreement confirms the student's
dedication to the Diploma Programme for two years and outlines the parents'
responsibility to support their child's education in the IB Programme.

9.4. Students accepted into the program will be required to attend an intensive
orientation on academic integrity and assessment at the beginning of the school year.
Additionally, both parents and students will need to sign an Academic Integrity
Contract and submit a signed conformity letter from the Handbook of school policies.

9.5. For students with learning difficulties or exceptional needs, the school will require
an official document from their attending physician, along with a treatment or
intervention plan. This documentation may be necessary if an inclusive access
arrangement is requested during scheduled external assessments.

X. Link to Other Policies
Inclusion Policy: For students with learning conditions/difficulties and or with
exceptional needs, the school will require an official document from the attending
physician and a treatment/intervention plan that the school may refer to in case there is
a need to request an inclusive access arrangement during the scheduled external
assessment. The student’s course selection process is handled carefully in consultation
with the SHS Associate Principal for Academics, the IB coordinator, all course teachers,
and the IB Counselor. Any decisions made in this context are approved by the school
principal, and written approval is obtained from the student and his/her parent/s.
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Language Policy: Students accepted to the IB Diploma Programme are expected to
have an advanced level of literacy in English and Filipino. The school provides
language support programs to students who need extra assistance in developing their
language skills.
Academic Integrity Policy: Students accepted to the IB Diploma Programme must be
aware of their responsibility and they must abide by the Academic Integrity Contract
they signed.
Assessment Policy: IB students are expected to follow the rules and guidelines
stipulated in the Assessment policy of the school when taking their Internal and External
assessments and in other types of assessments (both formative and summative).
Non-observance of the policies might lead to non-completion of the program.

XI. Process of Policy Review
This policy is reviewed and updated at the end of every academic year by the
Admissions Policy Committee. The school leadership and pedagogical team are
informed and are asked for comments or suggestions before the finalization of the
updated Admissions policy.
